Membership Categories
Mediator Member:  A member of FMC-M who also has:

(1)  completed a minimum of 40 hours of divorce and/or family mediation training through courses that have been approved by the Association for Conflict Resolution or the Michigan State Court Administrative Office;

(2) completed a Domestic Violence Screening Protocol training as approved by the Board of Directors; and

(3) signed an affidavit as approved by the Board of Directors in which the member, among other things, affirms that (s)he shall comply with the current Standards of Practice of Family and Divorce Mediators as adopted by the Board.

Mediator Members may participate in the FMC-M online referral service.

General Member:  Any person who endorses and supports the goals and purposes of FMC-M.

General Members are voting members, but may not participate in the online referral system.

Associate Member:  Any person who endorses and supports the goals and purposes of FMC-M.

Associate Members are non-voting members, and may not participate in the online referral system.

Affiliate member:  A full or part-time employee of a non-profit organization involved with family disputes, such as, but not limited to, court personnel (judges, ADR clerks, clerks, or Friend of the Court staff) and staff of Community Dispute Resolution Centers who support the goals and ideals of FMC-M.

Affiliate Members are non-voting members, and may not participate in the online referral system.

Sustaining Member:  Anyone who contributes beyond and in addition to paying the dues amount for another membership category.

A Sustaining Member’s voting status is based on their other membership category.

Emeritus Member:  Any person who has been a continuous member of FMC-M for at least 5 years and who is now retired from their active ADR practice or employment, and who continues to support the goals and ideals of FMC-M.

Emeritus Members are non-voting members and do not participate in the online referral service.
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
